We 

passed Thunderbolts Hideout and the World War 11 Tank Traps before going into Bald Rock National Park 

for a browse.  Then back to Tenterfield via the very large Cork tree which was bought from England in a 

jam jar and planted by Edward Parker in 1861. 

On a trip up to Mt Mackenzie Lookout we were delighted when a wedgetail eagle flew past and into a 

nearby tree.  He had been feasting on roadkill and wasn’t going too far away.

Recently I borrowed “Queensland’s Motoring Dawn” by Richard McDonough from the Club’s library and 

have found it a very interesting read.  It’s light and amusing and here is a snippet: 

 

In a booklet entitled “The NSW Motorists and Cyclists Annual, published in Sydney in 1905, the 

very subject of the origins of petrol-powered vehicles in Australia was explored.  This early 

publication confers the honour of who was the ‘first’ to Brisbane man Harold Knight-Eaton.  The 

year was 1893 and it is stated that Harold fitted a petrol motor of his own design behind the rear 

wheel of his pushbike – unfortunately it “proved to be a freak more than anything else”.  One 

would tend to think that this article would be fairly accurate, given it was recalling events in the 

relatively recent past.  We do know at this time Harold was a keen and quite successful 

competitive cyclist and the manager of Pollard and Co (Cycle shop) in Albert Street, Brisbane.  Not 

only did he stock complete bicycles, but he also made sure he had the latest accessories to offer 

his customers.  In March 1893 he was able to boast in his advertising that he had not one, but two 

new Dunlop detachable tyres and rims on display! 

 

Four members of the Oakland Register recently travelled to the US . to attend the Hershey Swap Meet 

including me . We received an invite from a fellow Oakland Owner and member of our register named 

John Armstrong who is the owner of this fine recreation , a 1930 V8 Oakland Racer that took part in that 

years race and finished an admorable 11th place . 

The recrationof this replic is very authentic and incredibly detailed right down to the brand of original 

carburetors and even holes drilled in the chassi to match origonal. The highlight of our visit to John and 

this great vehicle was a chance to ride in the racer as it is now street registered and goes to car shows and 

charity events .
